To promote a positive image of the GFF and football in Guyana during this period
in which the Guyana National Female Football Team is involved in the World Cup
2011 Tournament.

To solicit sponsorship/funds for the publicity and advertisement of the team.

To hold fund raising ventures to offset the expenses incurred for the team’s
preparation, competitions, travel expenses and payment of fees.

To publicize in collaboration with sponsors all matches including International
friendlies in which the team is involved leading up to and during the World cup
2011 Tournament.

To advertise the skills and abilities of the individual players who comprise the
National Team.

Establish accounts overseas and in Guyana for the deposit of funds, and for the
payment of authorized expenses.

Provide copyright arrangements for the protection of GFF’s products.

To be accountable for any donations received and revenues made for the
establishment of sound financial management systems.

Report to The Executive Committee of the GFF in respect of the performance of
the committee in the discharge of its mandate.

Financial Income Sources

a. Sponsorship

Various companies both inside and outside of Guyana will be approached to financially support this effort.
A manufacturer and distributor of sport equipment will also be approached to fully outfit all national
teams. Once agreement is reached that manufacturer would have exclusive access to the team as it
relates to their outfit. Other sponsors will be approached to sponsor or contribute and would be given
adequate recognition.

Contribution/Sponsorship levels and their commensurate reward levels have been defined.

b. Merchandising

A marketable logo and trademark (Lady Jags) has been developed and registered by the committee. Team
wear and memorabilia will be produced with the logo and trademark and in some cases with sponsor’s
name or brand mark and sold both in Guyana and overseas.

c. Fund Raising

The committee will from time to time sponsor fundraising events both in Guyana and overseas to raise
funds to meet the budgetary needs of the projects undertaken by the committee and at the same time,
use these fundraising events as a catalyst for national support for the team.

The Government of Guyana will be approached for financial support commensurate with the scope of
the program and their ability to contribute.
